ENN aspires to this not only through its work in improving the effectiveness of emergency food and nutrition interventions, but also in its operational practices and interactions with others.

ENN recognises that concern for the Environment should be an integral and fundamental part of operations and its interactions with its partners, clients, suppliers and supporters. ENN is aware of the impact of its day to day operations on the environment and its objective is to minimise the impacts arising from its activities.

ENN undertakes to raise awareness amongst its employees to ensure that they understand and are able to fulfil the relevant aspects of the policy in their work. ENN will minimise the impact of its operation on the environment through a programme of continuous improvement, focusing on:

· The appointment of a manager to implement, oversee and monitor the Environmental Policy;

· Promoting sound environmental management policies and practices; 
· Acting in compliance with relevant legislation and striving to improve performance beyond the minimum level;

· Making efficient and environmentally responsible use of energy and water;

· Minimising waste production as far as possible and to reuse or recycle waste where appropriate;
· Controlling noise, dust , smell, vibration and other nuisance or environmental effects that may cause offence to the local community or environment;
· Considering the best environmental option for travel in the course of ENN business;

· Considering the environmental and social implications of purchases made by ENN;

· Reviewing and, where necessary, revising this statement and policy on an annual basis.
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
