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On October 25 Mgr Savundaranayagam sent a telegram to Sri
Lankan President Mahinda Rajapakse urgently appealing to him
to reopen A-9 Highway or find alternative ways to deliver food
and drugs to the population.

The government however has claimed that emergency supplies
sent to Jaffna by the sea route are sufficient to satisfy the
primary needs of the residents and has denied there is any crisis.
